TIMBER CARE

To keep your wood looking as good as the day you bought it, we would
highly recommend taking the following steps:

If you plan to use your timber purchase inside, make
sure that you first acclimatise it to its environment.
This is to prevent cracks, splits and shrinkages.

Avoid placing Xour wood near sources of heat or
near uncovered windows as this can damage or fade
the wood.

Dust often. Airborne particles can scratch the surface
of your wood.

Clean often and well using a slightly damp cotton
material and gently wipe.

Avoid using harsh chemicals like bleach or strong
acids on timber; instead, use mild, timber-safe
cleaning agents

Use liquid polish to hide abrasions.

If the wood begins to smell, leave outside in a dry
area or lightly dust in baking soda to remove any
unpleasant odours.
